1. This tournament is sanctioned by the B.T.B.A. and the General playing and Tournament 
rules will govern this event, together with the following special rules.  

2. Those who are not members of the B.T.B.A. will be charged £3.00 but will not qualify 
for BTBA Services.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      

3. A provisional ball must be rolled if a dispute relating to pin fall cannot be resolved Im-
mediately.  

4. Protests must be made within 30 minutes of any infraction occurring and confirmed in 
writing within 72 hours to the Tournament Manager.  

5. The Tournament Manager reserves the right to reject any entry and his decision on all 
matters shall be final. Subject to an appeal to the B.T.B.A.  

6. Handicap will be based on 80% of 220  (subject to entering averages) and will be based 
on a bowlers highest league or tournament average of 18 games or Last completed average 
over a minimum of 21 games. Proof of entering average must be provided at registration.  

7. In the event of a tie the bowler with the highest last game scratch will be awarded the 
place. If this results in a further tie, the player with the highest penultimate game will go 

through etc. A tie in the final round will be determined by a one ball shootout without 
handicap added.  

8. Casual shorts, combat style trousers, denim or jean style clothing, T-Shirts and head-
wear, e.g. baseball caps will not be permitted. However tailored shorts will be permitted  

9. This is a non-smoking event and no alcohol is  allowed during the competition.  

10. The tournament Committee reserves the right to reassess any entered average and to 
disqualify any individual who deliberately submits a false average, subject to appeal to the 
B.T.B.A. Any         disqualified individual will not be entitled to any reimbursement of entry 

fees.
